of California for subject project; and

WHEREAS, the bike path project is Categorically Exempt in accordance

with CEQA Guidelines Section 15304 and has been determined to not have a

significant effect on the environment and is therefore exempt from the provisions

of CEQA;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City

of Elk Grove

1. Approves the filing of an application for local assistance for the above
project; and

2. Certifies that the City of Elk Grove understands the assurances and
certification in the application form; and

3. . Certifies that the City of Elk Grove has or will have sufficient funds to
operate and maintain the project; and



4. Certifies that the City of Elk Grove has reviewed and understands the
General Provisions contained in the Project Contract shown in the Procedural
Guide; and

5. Appoints the City of Elk Grove Public Works Director as agent to conduct
all negotiations, execute and submit all documents including, but not limited to
applications, agreements, payment requests and so on, which may be necessary
for the completion of the aforementioned project.

4. If grant moneys are advanced. the Gfantee shall place moneys in a separate Interest bearing account, setfing up
and idenbfying such a<X:OU\t prior to the advance, interesteamed ongrant moneysshan be used on theProjector
paid to !he State. If grantmoneys are advanced and not expended. the unused portion of the Grant shaI be
relUmed to the State w1lhin 60 days of oompIelion of the Prqect or end of the Project P8fformance Peflod.
whichever is earlier.

5. Grantee shall use inalme eamed by the Grantee from use of the Project to further Project purposes. or, If
approvedby the State, rcr related purposeswithin the Grantee's jurisdiction.

2. Failureby the Granteetocomply with the tenns of lhis Contractor any otherContractunder the Actmay be c:a-.
for susperISIOl1 of an obligationsof the State hereunder.

3. Failure of the Grantee to comply wiIh the tenns of this Contract shan not be cause for the suspension of aI
obligabonsof the State hereunder if in the judgmentof the State suchfaUure wasdueto no fault of the Gran.... In
suCh case, any amount required to selle at I11lnimum cost any irrevocable obligallonS property InaJmld shall be
eligible for reimbursement underthis Contract.

4. Because the benefit to be denved by the State. from the ful c:ompIiance by the Grantee wilh the termsof lhls
Contract. is the pcesetVatiOn. protection and net inaease In the quantity and quality of parks. public reaeaIIon
facilities and/or historical resources available to the people of the StaIB of Califoml4l and because such benelll
exceeds to an immeasurable and unascertainableeldent the amount 01 money fumished by the State by way of
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grant moneys under !he provisions of this Contract, the Granteeagrees that payment by the Grantee to the S....
of an amount equal to the amount of the grant moneys disbursed under this Contrad by the State Wat*i be
inadequate compensation to the State forany breach by !he Granteeof this Contract. The Grantee further agrees
therebe. that the appropriateremedy in the event of a bleach by the Granteeof this Contract shall be the spedlIc
performance of this Contract, unlessotherwise agreed toby the State.

5. Granteeand State agree that if the Project indudes development, final paymentmay not be made unlilthe Project
conforms substantially to thisContract.

2. Granllee shaft Indermify. hold hannIess and defend State, its ofIicers, agents and~ against any and II
claims demands, damages, costs, expenses 01 liability costs arising out of !he a~. deirelupi••,l,
construction, operation 01 maintenance ottheproperty ctesa;bed asthe Project which claims, demands01 causes
of action ariseunder GovernmentCode Section 895.2 01 otherwiseexcept for liabilityarising out otthe CIClnQJI'I'Iftt
01 sole negligence of Stale, its olIic:ers, agents,01 employees.

3. Granllee agreesthat in the eventState is namedascodefendantunder the proyisions of GovernmentCodeSedion
895 et seq.• the Grantee shall notify State of suchfactandshall represent State in !he legal action unless Sta18
undef1akes to represent Itselfas codefendantin such legal actionin which event State shall bear its own IItiga1Ion
costs.expenses, andatllDmey's fees.

4. Grantee and State agree that in the event of judgment entered against the State and Grantee because ot the
concunentnegligence of the Stale and Grantee. lhelr officers. agents, 01 employees. an apportioli.M ot IIabIty
to pay such judgment shaH be made by a court of competent jurisdiction. Neither party shall request a july
appor1iol menl

5. Granteeshal indemnify. holdhannless and defend the State, its olIicers, agents and employees againstany and
all claims. demallds, costs. expenses 01 liability costs arising out at legal actions pursuant to items to whldl the
Granteehas C8f1ified. Granteeac:knowleclges that it is solely ruponsible for COf11III8IlC8 with Items to which It has
certified.

G. FinancialRecords

available10 the state fcr auditing at reasonable times. Grantee also agrees 10 retain such financial accounts.
documents and records fcr threeyearsfollowingproject tennination 01 completion.

Grantee and State agree that during regular olIice hours each of lhe parties hereto and their duly authorized
representatives shanhave lhe right 10 insped and make copies of any books. reoords or repor1s of lhe othet party
pertaining 10this Contractor mattefs related lhereto. Grantee shallmaintainand make avaiable ror Inspec:tIon by
Ihe State accurate records of all of Its costs. disbursements and receipts with respect to its adMlies under this
Contract.

2. Granteeshall use a generally accepted acalUnling system.

H. Useof Facilities

1. Grantee agrees that .. Grantee $hal use the prqleIty acquired or developed with grant moneys under this
Contrad only fa' the purposes forwhich!heStale grantmoneyswere requested and no other use of the areashaI
be permitted except by specific act of lhe Legislature.

If any provision of Ihls Contract or Ihe application \hereof is held invalid. that invalidity shall not a«ect olher
provisions 01 applicationsof Ihe Contract which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application. and
10Ihls end the provisions of this Contract areseverable.
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
