WHEREAS, the City of Eik Grove (the “City"} has formed Community Faciiities
District No. 2002-1 (East Franklin}; Community Facilities District No. 2003-1 (Poppy
Ridge); Community Facilities District No. 2005-1 (Laguna Ridge); Community Facilities
District No. 2003-2 (Police Services); Community Facilities District No. 2006-1

(Maintenance Services); Street Maintenance District No. 1; and Street Lighting and
Maintenance District No. 1 (collectively the “Districts”); and

WHEREAS, spemal elections were held by landowners within each of the
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the special tax or assessment; and

WHEREAS, for each of the Districts, the City Council of the City of Elk Grove
(the “Council”} enacted an ordinance (collectively the “Ordinances”) levying the Special
Tax or Assessment in each District for the initial Fiscal Year and all subsequent Fiscal
Years in the amount of the maximum authorized tax rate in accordance with each of the
District's Rate and Method of Apportionment or Engineer's Report, adopted with the
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WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 53340 of the Government Code (the “Law”) of
the State of California, the Council may levy the Special Tax or Assessment annually by
resolution, provided the Special Tax or Assessment is levied at the same rate or at a
lower rate than the rate provided by the Ordinances, if a certified copy of such resolution
and a list of all parcels subject to the Special Tax or Assessment levy is filed by the
Finance Director and City Clerk’s office with the County Auditor; and

WHEREAS, the Council pursuant to the Law desires to levy the Special Taxes or
Assessments for each of the District’s for Fiscal Year 2014-15 by resolution; and

WHEREAS, the Special Taxes or Assessments to be levied for Fiscal Year 2014-
15 will not be levied at a higher rate than the rate provided by the Ordinances;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOL.VED that the City Council of the City of Elk
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1) The foregoing recitals are true and correct and this Council so determines.



2) The attached Special Tax Reports or Special Assessment Reports for the
Districts are hereby approved, which reports contain by reference a list of all parcels
subject to the Special Tax or Assessment along with the Special Tax or Assessment to
be levied on each parcel.

3) The Council hereby levies the Special Tax or Assessment for the Districts
for Fiscal Year 2014-15 at the rates provided in the Special Tax Reports.

4)  The appropriate officers and agents of the City are authorized, pursuant to
the Ordinances, to make adjustments to the Special Tax or Assessment roll prior to final
posting of the Special Taxes to the County of Sacramento tax roil each Fiscal Year, as
may be necessary to achieve a correct match of the Special Tax or Assessment levy
with the assessor's parcel numbers finally utilized by the County in sending out property
tax bills.
