
RESOLUTION NO. 2014-153 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ELK GROVE 
DECLARING ITS INTENT TO ADOPT A GENERAL PLAN AMENDMENT; AN 

AMENDMENT TO TITLE 23 OF THE ELK GROVE MUNICIPAL CODE; REPEAL OF 
THE 2004 BICYCLE AND PEDESTRIAN MASTER PLAN AND 2007 TRAILS 

MASTER PLAN; AND ADOPT THE 2014 ELK GROVE BICYCLE, PEDESTRIAN, 
AND TRAILS MASTER PLAN, PROJECT NO. WTL008 

WHEREAS, General Plan Policy PT0-2 and corresponding Action PT0-2-Action 
3 directs the City to adopt a "comprehensive Parks and Trails Master Plan"; and 

WHEREAS, in 2004, the City adopted the Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan; 
and 

WHEREAS, in 2007, the City adopted the Trails Master Plan; and 

WHEREAS, in 2010, the City adopted the Parks and Recreation Master Plan; 
and 

WHEREAS, changes have occurred in State and Federal law regarding minimum 
qualifications for transportation funding; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to establish criteria for evaluating and prioritizing 
improvements as it relates to the City's annual Capital Improvement Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to consolidate the existing Bicycle and Pedestrian 
Master Plan and Trails Master Plan into one Bicycle, Pedestrian, and Trails Master Plan 
(the Project), while concurrently updating the programs and policies; and 

WHEREAS, the Project is a project under the California Environmental Quality 
Act (CEQA); and 

WHEREAS, the City prepared an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) under 
CEQA for the adoption of the General Plan in 2003; and 

WHEREAS, Section 15183 of the State CEQA Guidelines provides an exemption 
for projects that are consistent with a General Plan for which an environmental impact 
report was prepared; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a duly-noticed public hearing on 
June 19, 2014 as required by law to consider all of the information presented by staff 
and public testimony presented in writing and at the meeting; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission directed certain changes in the draft 
materials and adopted a resolution recommending adoption of the Project by the City
