AUTHORIZING A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT WITH MARTIN GENERAL

ENGINEERING FOR THE LAGUNA BOULEVARD AND LAGUNA SPRINGS DRIVE
INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Laguna Boulevard and Laguna Springs Drive Intersection
improvements will enhance traffic safety and improve traffic flow; and

WHEREAS, all costs associated with the Laguna Boulevard and Laguna Springs
Drive Intersection Improvements will be funded through Gas Tax funds budgeted for this
project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Elk
Grove hereby authorizes the City Manager or his designee to execute a construction
contract with Martin General Engineering for the Laguna Boulevard and Laguna Springs
Drive Intersection Improvement Project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the budget for the subject project is hereby
increased from $71,000 to $140,000 and that this budget increase will be funded
through Gas Tax funds.
