Road/State Route 99 Interchange improvements, Intelligent Transportation System,
Park & Ride improvements, the revitalization of Old Town Elk Grove, and an Emergency
Operations Center; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Elk Grove recognizes federal
budgetary constraints and seeks funding only for projects that are a priority for the
people and businesses of Elk Grove and where federal assistance can be put to
excellent use and where a federal nexus exists.

Grove that the City hereby supports the attached list of priority projects for federal
appropriations in federal Fiscal Year 2006.

The City of Elk Grove seéks $200 000 for a Trans1t Comdor Study and nght-of- -

Way reservations. Sacramento Regional Transit has completed Phase 2 of their
South Line extension and is currently running light rail service to within 3 miles
of the City of Elk Grove border. The tentative alignment for the South Line
Phase 3 extension will enter the City of Elk Grove boundaries. This alignment is
experiencing various difficulties such as right-of-way impacts and the cost of
over-crossing State Route 99. Regional Transit recently had a public meeting to
receive public input regarding changing the terminus of South Line Phase 3. The
City would like to work with Regional Transit to identify a viable Light Rail
alignment within the City’s boundaries as well as determining future Bus Rapid
Transit corridors in order to reserve right-of-way prior to the development. This
would be a joint study between Sacramento Regional Transit and the City of Elk
Grove.

Elk Grove Creek
Study

The City of Elk Grove seeks $250,000 for a study of Elk Grove Creek through
the City of Elk Grove. The City owns and maintains 67 miles of open drainage
facilities. Elk Grove Creek is seven miles long within the City, including some
natural and some man-made, modified reaches. Some of the area within Old
Town Elk Grove may be located within the 100-year flood plain and is under
pressure of urbanization. The City inherited limited hydrologic and hydraulic
information on this facility from its prior operator, the County of Sacramento.
Our request is for funds to perform a technical study to provide information for
potential measures to protect built-out areas from the 100-year flooding and aid
in development of a plan directed toward preserving and restoring Elk Grove
Creek as a natural, riparian environment.
