
RESOLUTION NO. 2014-288 

A RESOLUTiON OF THE CiTi COUNCiL OF' THE CiTY OF ELK GROVE 
ADOPTING AN AMENDMENT TO THE LAGUNA RIDGE SPECIFIC PLAN FOR THE 

POPPY KEYS EAST PROJECT (EG-13-052) 

WHEREAS, the Planning Department of the City of Elk Grove received an 
application on September 6, 2013 from R&B (the "Applicant") requesting a Genera! 
Plan Amendment, Specific Plan Amendment, Rezone, Tentative Subdivision Map, 
Abandonment of Excess Right-of-Way, and Design Review for Tentative Subdivision 
iviap layout (the "'Project"); and 

WHEREAS, the proposed Project is located on real property in the incorporated 
portions of the City of Elk Grove, more particularly described as APN: 132-0290-039; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Project qualifies as a project under the California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA), Public Resource Code §21 000-§21189.3; but is exempt; and 

WHEREAS, Section 15182 (Public Resources Code §21083.3), (Residential 
Projects Pursuant to a Specific Plan) of Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations, 
(State CEQA Guidelines) provides an exemption from CEQA for residential subdivision 
projects that are consistent with an underlying specific plan for which an EIR has been 
certified; and 

WHEREAS, a previous Environmental Impact Report (EIR) was certified for the 
Laguna Ridge Specific Pian (SHC 2000082139); and 

WHEREAS, the proposed Project is consistent with the project described in the 
previously certified EIR and no potential new impacts related to the properties or Project 
have been identified that would necessitate further environmental review beyond the 
impacts and issues already disclosed and analyzed in the Genera! P!an E!R and the 
Laguna Ridge Specific Plan EIR; and 

;;wHEREAS, in addition, the Project is statutorily exempt pursuant to California 
Government Code Section 65457 because the Project is consistent with a specific plan 
for which an environmental impact report has been certified and is therefore exempt 
from the requirements of Division 13 (commencing with Section 21000) of the Public 
Resources Code; and 

WHEREAS, based on staff's review of the Project, no special circumstances 
exist that would create a reasonable possibility that granting a General Plan 
Amendment, Specific Plan Amendment, Rezone, Tentative Subdivision ~v1ap, 
Abandonment of Excess Right-of-Way, and Design Review for Tentative Subdivision 
Map layout for this Project will have a significant effect on the environment beyond what 
was previously analyzed and disclosed; and
