WHEREAS, the Planning Department of the City of Elk Grove received an 
application on March 17, 2014 from Pappas Arizona, LP (the Applicants) requesting a 
Generai Pian Amendment, Rezone and Tentative Subdivision iviap (and Design 
Review for subdivision layout) (the Project); and 

WHEREAS, the proposed Project is located on real property in the incorporated 
portions of the City of Elk Grove more particularly described as APN 116-0070-014; and 

WHEREAS, the Project qualifies as a project under the California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA), Public Resource Code §§21000 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS, an Environmental Impact Report for the 2014 Housing Element 
Update was certified by the City Council on February 12, 2014; and 

WHEREAS, the 2014 Housing ElernEmt Update EIR considered development of 
the Project site with residential uses; and 

WHEREAS, on August 18, 2014, the City released a Notice of Preparation for a 
Subsequent EIR (SEIR) for the Project; and 

WHEREAS, on October 3, 2014, the City released a Notice of Availability for the 
Draft SEIR and the 45-day comment period was from October 3, 2014 through 
November 17, 2014; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Department conside,red the Project request pursuant to 
the Elk Grove General Plan, the Elk Grove Municipal Code Title 23 (Zoning), and all 
other applicable State and !oca! regulations; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a duly-noticed public hearing as 
required by iaw to consider aii of the information presented by staff, information 
presented by the Applicant, and public testimony presented in writing and at the 
meeting, and voted 4-0 to recommend approval of th1~ Project to the City Council; and 

WHEREAS, Section 65358(b) of the California Government Code limits the City 
to four (4) General Plan amendments annually; and 
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
