This document presents excerpts from the 2021 Housing Element, listing sites identified as meeting the City's share of the Regional Housing Needs
Allocation. More details on these sites may be found in the General Plan. This document does not supersede the General Plan and is only provided
for reference.

PROGRESS TOWARD MEETING HOUSING NEEDS

An important component of the Housing Element is the identification of sites for future housing development and evaluation of the adequacy of these
sites in fulfilling the City's share of regional housing needs as determined by SACOG. The City's housing allocation to be accommodated under the
SACOG RHNP is 8,263 housing units: 2,661 very low-income units (50 percent or 1,330 units of this number is assumed to be the extremely low-income
allocation), 1,604 low-income units, 1,186 moderate-income units, and 2,812 above-moderate-income units. Table 1 summarizes how the City will
accommodate its 2021-2029 RHNA.

The affordability for the projects listed in the table has not yet been determined and therefore affordability is based on Zoning and General Plan
allowable density.

Figure 2 displays the locations of entitled projects across the City. All entitled projects are located in Moderate to Highest Resource areas, as discussed
in the Fair Housing Assessment in this Housing Element.
