Promoted to the rank of Captain: 

James Burich is a twenty-six year law enforcement veteran who previously worked for the 
Sacramento County Sheriff’s Department. Burich holds an Associate of Science from 
Sacramento City College in Criminal Justice and is completing his Bachelor’s Degree through 
California State University, Long Beach. Burich has worked assignments in the Jail, Patrol, 
Detectives, Traffic and the Professional Standards Bureau.
